•   All pies should be brought in disposable containers (unless pie dish is marked 
with name and phone number).  

•   All pies must be entered at room temperature.  

•   Pies must be baked in an 8-10 inch pie pan.  

•   Contest is open to everyone and each contestant can enter as many pies as they 
wish (a separate entry form must accompany each pie).  

• The decision of the judges is final. 

 

 Points will be awarded for Overall Appearance, Taste, Overall Impression, 
Creativity, and Local Ingredients Used (more points for more ingredients)
